This happened because of want of proper medical
treatment in Kudus Primary Health Centre.
5. Considering these facts the following order is passed:

a) Office is directed to issue summons to Civil Surgeon,
Palghar directing him to hold inquiry and submit the
affidavit in reply before this Commission on or before
22.12.2022

b) Office is directed to issue summons to the Collector,
Palghar, Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Parishad, Palghar
and Tahshildar, Wada directing them to contact
immediately Civil Surgeon, Palghar and provide him all
necessary papers for conducting inquiry. These officers
are also directed to co-operate with the Civil Surgeon in
this matter for providing all the papers and documents if
any from Primary Health Centre, Kudus and also from
Private Hospital where the mother has taken treatment.
