strip, stand in cold'

Mumbai: An NSS camp or-
ganised by a leadingcity col-
lege turned out to be a night-
mare for some students
when one of the teachers ac-

thrashed them and made
them strip and stand out in
the cold late into the night as
punishment. The seven-day
camp was organised at Da-

• • hanu by the NSS unit of K J
Somaiya College of Science
and Commerce for 70 stu•
dents. Around four teachers,
tw male and two female.
ha accompanied them on
th camp. which started on
D&ember29.

A spokesperson of the
college said that the incident
was reported to them and
they are investigating the
matter. "We will take all the
adequate action required as
per rules and regulations,"
said the spokesperson, refu•

sing to divulge any further
information.

A source said the stu-
dents were allegedly being
punished for staying awake
late in the night on the first
day of the camp. On Decem-
ber 29. the students retired

to their allotted rooms at

around 11.30 pm and were
chattingandlisteningtomu•
sic. A little past midnight,
the teacher allegedly came
to their room and knocked
heavily till the students ope-

ned the door. He then alle-
gedly started punching the
students, thrashed them
with slippers and even kick-
ed some and asked them to •
strip. Students claimed they
were made to lie on the floor
with only bare minimum
clothes even as the teache
continued to thrash them
The teacher then allegedl
asked them to stand out in
the cold. There were 12 stu-
dents in the room, -one of •
whom was traumatised and
left the camp the next day.

Ever since the incident
came to light, students' orga-
nisations have been seeking
stringent action against the
teacher and against the col-
lege for inaction. Amol Ma-
tele from NCP said the stu-
dents had complained after
returning from the camp,
and the college did not take
cognisance of their compla-
int. Nikhil Kamble from the
Indian Youth Congress so-
ught an FIR against the pro-
fessor and an investigation
by a special committee.
