1. This proceeding is initiated on the basis of report in
newspaper to the effect that for want of road in Adivasi Wadis,
patients are required to be carried by lifting them in clothes for

getting medical treatment.
2. Upon taking cognizance of the news item, report has been

submitted by the Superintending:Engineer, PWD Circle, Thane.
The report makes it clear that the incident reported in the
newspaper is of village Dapurmal which is 55 kms away from

Shahpur Taluka. The report makes it clear that only road which
is not available is from the Dapurmal (STqHIes) to Maal (HI®)

village and the distance is 1.75 kms. It is reported that this area
is a hilly track and now survey has been conducted through KK
Consultancy. A proposal with estimated cost of Rs. 7.45 crores

for construction of this road has been sent to the regional office
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and necessary budgetary provision for the same would be made
in December 2025. It is thus clear that authorities of the State
have properly responded and trying to get the problem of non-
availability of the road solved by the construction of road on
making budgetary provisions. Hence no further action is

warranted. The suo moto complaint stands closed and disposed
of.
