3 Accordingly, additional report on affidavit vide Ex B
came to be placed on record by ShriV. G Wavdhane, Exe

Eng. on 08 052023 by affirming in para 1 to 3 as under

“1. On Raigad fort, MTDC is having 3 units (2 suites of
2 rooms each), Restaurant, Dormitory/ Interpretation
Centre. Being the area falls under ASI jurisdiction
permission requested to ASI and got for all the units
except 1 unit (2 suite of 2 rooms). MTDC has taken up
the up-gradation of 2 units (2 suites with 2 rooms
each), as per availability of funds.

2. During meeting held for the Shivrajybhishek
Mahotsav scheduled on 2" & 3™ June, 2023, Hon'ble
Chief Minister, Maharashtra State instructed for the
preparedness to all the agencies involved for the
function on 29/4/2023.

3. In view of the said meeting MTDC will make
available the up-graded facility consists of 2 units (2
suites with 2 rooms). After the said function of the
facility will be kept open and operated and maintained
by MTDC by following the conditions laid down by
ASIL.”
